Economy Partnership Agreement (JPEPA) has posed various challenges to 

various sectors in both countries. However, these have not been addressed 

in a manner that will allow both the academic community and policy makers 

to suggest viable and effective solutions. 

This seminar aims to provide a channel for policy makers, nursing 

specialists and social scientists to get together to discuss ways to ensure the 

effective implementation of JPEPA. Speakers from various academic 

disciplines such as nursing science, health sciences, historiography, 

migration studies and language education shall present their data and 

research findings.
